We	live	in	wisdom	by	coming	to	terms	with	the	reality	of	God's	judgment	on	our	lives,	and		
by	looking	to	God's	steadfast	love	for	us	in	Christ	that	satisfies	our	soul.		
	
Not	just	a	stated	love,	but	a	demonstrated	love.		
Jesus	is	what	we	need	and	living	with	wisdom	is	facing	our	need	and	then	looking	to	God’s	steadfast	
love	for	us	demonstrated	in	Christ.
